Services provide multiple days per week over a specified time period as determined by program design and the client’s need and treatment plan.  Individualized care is provided appropriate to the client’s age development, and presenting problem.  Didactic lectures, group and individual therapies in combination with the individualized treatment needs of the clients are provided.  SEMCA has established three level of IOP.  Level I = Minimum of 3 days a week at 3 hours.  Level II = Minimum of 4 days a week at 4 hours.  Level 3 =  Minimum of 5 days a week at 4-5 hours.

Medically, necessity pertains to necessary care for bio-psychosocial severity and is defined by the extent and severity of problems in all six multi-dimensional assessment area of the client.  Dimension 1 = Acute Intoxication and/or Withdrawal Potential.  Dimension 2 = Biomedical Conditions and Complications.  Dimension 3 = Emotional/Behavioral Conditions and Complications.  Dimension 4 = Treatment Acceptance/Resistance.  Dimension 5 = Relapse/Continued Use Potential.  Dimension 6 = Recovery Environment.
