COMMUNITY POLICING AND CRIME ANALYSIS  
Township of Canton       Recommended Award: $39,858 
The project assigns a community policing officer to three mobile home parks in southwestern 
Canton Township. The three mobile home parks total more than 1,000 home sites. 
Project Director: Mr. Michael R. Ager, Manager 
 
Township of Northville      Recommended Award: $48,651 
The Northville Township Police Community Policing Strategy will implement long-term crime 
prevention strategies within the apartment communities. This strategy will reduce crime and increase 
community involvement and confidence in the greater Northville Township criminal justice system. 
 
DRUG COURTS 
Dearborn City of 19th District Court   Recommended Award: $53,475 
The Dearborn Area Drug Court will continue an aggressive effort to rehabilitate non-violent 
offenders through an intensive screening, counseling and treatment program, with intensive 
supervision and treatment as an alternative to costly, non-productive incarceration. 
 
Detroit - 36th District Court     Recommended Award: $70,000 
The 36th District Drug Treatment Court will target 200 non-violent misdemeanor offenders who 
have been charged with drug and alcohol related offenses. Each defendant will receive 
comprehensive supervision, drug testing, treatment services and immediate sanctions and rewards. A 
team approach will be used to enhance the effectiveness of the defendant's recovery. 
 
FAMILY AND DOMESTIC VIOLENCE STRATEGIES 
County of Wayne 3rd Circuit Court    Recommended Award: $108,000 
The Transitions Program utilizes a coordinated community effort to bring treatment services to 
felony domestic violence offenders who also have co-occurring substance abuse issues. This 12-
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week, intensive jail-based, domestic violence/substance abuse program assures victim safety as 
offenders receive intervention. This model program is one of only two in this country. 
 
County of Wayne Prosecutor's Office   Recommended Award: $41,469 
This award would allow the continued collaboration of a newly assigned domestic violence 
prosecutor with our targeted Out-County areas of Wayne County. These include the 19th and 35th 
District Court jurisdictions which were chosen based on the high incidents of domestic violence. 
 
Plymouth Township Police Department   Recommended Award: $28,122 
A family violence officer is assigned to all criminal investigations relating to families, domestic 
violence and child abuse. The officer aggressively pursues Personal Protection Orders and is 
responsible for working closely with victim advocates, the Family Independence Agency and 
Prosecutor’s Office. 
 
JUVENILE INTERVENTION STRATEGIES 
County of Wayne Sheriff's Department    Recommended Award: $217,500 
The Wayne County Sheriff will initiate the Missing and Exploited Child Response Initiative - a unit 
of dedicated officers who will respond to local law enforcement agencies’ reports involving children 
who have been reported missing throughout all of Wayne County. At present, there are almost no 
dedicated resources for the recovery and safe return of these children to their homes. 
 
LOCAL CORRECTIONAL RESOURCES 
17th District Court      Recommended Award: $29,666 
This is a continuation Intensive Supervision Probation (I.S.P.) project. Defendants will report to 
probation on a weekly basis and be required to take random drug screens, P.B.T.s, attend counseling 
and self-help groups. If a defendant violates any of his probation terms, he will face an immediate 
violation hearing. 
 
28th District Court        Recommended Award: $57,689 
The goal of this Intensive Supervisory Probation program is to rehabilitate individuals with severe 
alcohol/drug problems through intensive drugs/alcohol testing and close monitoring of treatment 
allowing the individual to maintain full-time employment. Each individual submits to daily alcohol 
screens and drug screens weekly (minimum) up to three times per week. 
 
County of Wayne Dept. of Children and Family Services  Recommended Award: $191,941 
This project provides random drug screens, clinical assessments, substance abuse treatment, case 
management services, academic/vocational evaluation, and referrals for academic re-mediation, job 
search assistance, emotional support for CMO enrolled youth and their families with the goal of 
helping juveniles identify community resources to live a substance-free life. 
 
County of Wayne Dept. of Children and Family Services  Recommended Award: $127,580 
This project enhances the 3rd Circuit Court Drug Court Model by expanding the Case 
Differentiation Unit (CDU). The expanded CDU will conduct comprehensive risk/needs 
assessments to help shape appropriate program recommendations for straddle cell drug court 
candidates consistent with the local community corrections comprehensive plan. 
 
County of Wayne Sheriff's Department   Recommended Award: $392,398 
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The Fugitive OUIL and Alcohol Related Warrant Apprehension Program will provide an 
enforcement effort directed toward the apprehension of offenders who had been charged/convicted 
of OUIL and alcohol related felony and misdemeanor offenses, and who have violated the terms of 
probation or parole, escaped from custody or have failed to appear in court and a valid warrant was 
issued for their arrest. 
 
MULTI-JURISDICTIONAL TASK FORCES  
Michigan Department of State Police   Recommended Award: $86,833 
OMNI Team #3 investigates narcotics-related complaints, focusing on mid to high-level drug 
dealers that affect Monroe, Lenawee and Hillsdale counties. OMNI #3 participates in the prevention 
of drug abuse with probate courts and local/intermediate school districts. 
 
Michigan Department of State Police   Recommended Award: $203,150 
Western Wayne Narcotics is a continuation project for a multi-jurisdictional task force servicing 18 
communities within Western Wayne County. This team's enforcement efforts are focused on 
interrupting the flow of both narcotics and assets. 
 
Michigan Department of State Police   Recommended Award: $267,466 
The Downriver Area Narcotics Organization is a continuation project which identifies, targets and 
takes enforcement action against individuals and organizations engaging in drug trafficking and its 
ancillary violent crimes. 
 
Michigan Department of State Police   Recommended Award: $176,939 
The Meth Team's mission is to provide manpower and case support to enhance investigative and 
intelligence gathering for law enforcement on clandestine drug labs. Maintain current and accurate 
statistics associated with clan lab scenes. Maintain and oversee database, and training initiatives. 
Provide equipment and overtime for dismantling clandestine labs. 
 
SCHOOL RESOURCE STRATEGIES 
City of Inkster      Recommended Award: $26,940 
The grant will continue to have a full-time police officer assigned at the high school in order to 
address and reduce crime, delinquency, truancy, problem behavior, assist in the development of 
crime prevention programs. 
 
County of Wayne Dept. of Children and Family Services  Recommended Award: $220,947 
The purpose of this project is to provide supportive services for identified school districts in Wayne 
County that statistically have a higher proportion of delinquent arrests and adjudications per capita 
than much larger surrounding communities. To achieve increased school attendance, improved test 
scores, reduced acting-out and delinquent behaviors within the home and school environment. 
 
Township of Northville      Recommended Award: $40,149 
The Northville Township Police School Resource Strategy Program is in its third year of operation 
with community partners. We will continue to intervene with children of Northville Township that 
have been identified as at-risk for future behavioral and social problems or criminality.

Township of Canton Police Department   Recommended Award: $35,046 
This project assigns a program officer, assisted by a community policing team, to three mobile home 
parks in Southwestern Canton Township.

The project is in its third year of operation, modeled after a successful program in another part 
of the Township.

City of Dearborn 19th District Court    Recommended Award: $65,506 
The Dearborn Area Drug Court, a third-year project, will continue an aggressive effort to 
rehabilitate non-violent substance abusers through an intensive screening, counseling and treatment 
program. This straight forward reporting criteria and sanctions, are alternatives to costly, non-
productive incarceration. 
 
City of Southgate 28th District Court   Recommended Award: $90,000 
The 28th District Court Drug Court program, a first-year project, will target non-violent drinking 
and driving and drug possession repeat offenders. The program will address the relationship of 
substance abuse and crime by providing intensive supervision and substance abuse treatment 
services. 
 
County of Wayne 23rd District Court   Recommended Award: $80,000 
The 23rd District Drug Court, which has been in existence for one year, aims to reduce substance 
abuse use and recidivism of offenders with chronic substance abuse histories. Program components 
include intensive supervision and treatment, drug testing, referral into other supportive services, case 
management, and judicial review. 
 
County of Wayne 3rd Circuit Court    Recommended Award: $225,000 
The 3rd Circuit's STAND program, a juvenile drug court, will continue to assist severely-addicted 
juveniles who are at risk for out-of-home placements. This is a four-phase program that includes 
intensive supervision and treatment, sanctions, incentives, drug testing, and judicial review. 
 
Detroit - 36th District Court     Recommended Award: $70,000 
The 36th District Drug Treatment Court will target 200 non-violent misdemeanor offenders who 
have been charged with drug and alcohol related offenses. Each defendant will receive 
comprehensive supervision, drug testing, treatment services and immediate sanctions and rewards. A 
team approach will be used to enhance the effectiveness of the defendant's recovery. 
 
FAMILY AND DOMESTIC VIOLENCE STRATEGIES  
County of Wayne Prosecuting Attorney   Recommended Award: $41,202 
The Out-County Domestic Violence Project, a third-year project, will allow the continued 
collaboration of a domestic violence prosecutor with targeted out-county areas of Wayne County. 
These include the 19th and 35th District Court jurisdictions, which were chosen based on the high

incidents of domestic violence. Additionally, the renewal of the grant for the upcoming year will 
allow for the addition of 20th District Court, the Dearborn Heights. 
 
Wayne County Dept. of Children and Family Services   Recommended Award: $163,875 
The Kids-Talk program will provide alleged victims of child sexual abuse with high-quality forensic 
interviews in a safe environment. The program seeks to preserve the child's credibility, increases the 
probability of successful prosecution and identifies the needs for child and family support services, 
while linking them to the appropriate agencies and organizations necessary for the family's health, 
safety and well being. 
 
Township of Plymouth Police Department   Recommended Award: $26,704 
The Family Violence Officer Program, a fourth year project, will continue to collaborate and partner 
with several domestic violence victim advocate groups.

The long-range goal for the curriculum is 
reduced substance use and behavior problems during adolescence. Intermediate objectives include 
improved skills in nurturing and child management by parents, and improved interpersonal and 
personal competencies among youth. The SFP 10-14 has seven two hour sessions for parents and 
youth, who attend separate skill- building groups for the first hour and spend the second hour 
together in supervised family activities. Youth sessions focus on strengthening goal setting, dealing 
with stress and strong emotions, communication skills, increasing responsible behavior, and 
improving skills to deal with peer pressure. Parents discuss the importance of both nurturing their 
youth while, at the same time, setting rules, monitoring compliance, and applying appropriate 
discipline. Topics include making house rules, encouraging good behavior, using consequences, 
building bridges, and protecting against substance abuse.  
 
SEMCA - The Knopf Company          $120,928 
 Communities Mobilizing for Change on Alcohol - A SAMHSA Model Program intended to reduce 
adolescent (13 – 20) access to alcohol by changing community policies and practices.
